CHALLENGES 

 

1. The 4–6-hour daily range means the weekly income could vary a little; some candidates 

might welcome greater clarity around a guaranteed minimum. 

2. A five-day commitment may not suit everyone, particularly those balancing other part-time 

roles, especially since the total hours sit just below full-time. 

3. The September start date may mean the opportunity is less suited to candidates who are 

looking to begin right away. 



 

Overall, this is an attractive and realistic position. The working pattern is the main aspect that 

would benefit from a bit more clarity. Confirming a guaranteed minimum number of weekly hours 

and a consistent core schedule would help candidates assess the role more easily and make it even 

more appealing to experienced professionals.
